A CARLISLE store is selling Fairtrade clothes for the first time.

Clothes at the Carlisle World Shop on Lowthian’s Lane are now able to display the Fairtrade mark after cotton was allowed to carry the mark last year.

Managers say the first clothes are now in stock with lines in T-shirts, trousers, polo tops and jackets – all bearing the Fairtrade mark.

Manager Lorna Strong said: “Cotton grown by small farmers in India, Peru, Mali and Senegal could carry the Fairtrade mark last November.

“And now the first collections for Spring and Summer have arrived. We’re really proud of the fact that we can now carry clothes, as well as the teas, coffee and food products in the shop, which bear the Fairtrade mark.”

The Fairtrade Mark is an independent consumer label which appears on products as an guarantee that disadvantaged producers in the developing world are getting a better deal.

Ms Strong believes that many of the clothes stocked by the store would appeal to a wide range of shoppers.

She said: “We try to appeal to a wide range of shopper.Top Shop, for example, recently sold clothes by Fairtrade brand the People Tree at a London store for two weeks.

“The trial was so successful they’re selling them there permanently.”
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
