Supporting Fairtrade in Community Group enables you to benefit your group and communities worldwide. 

You can support Fairtrade in two ways. 

Firstly, if you normally have refreshments switch to Fairtrade. There are a range of Fairtrade products now, so there should be something that meets your groups’ demands. You can see a wide range of products that you could offer at Carlisle World Shop, Oxfam and the Co-op.

Secondly, if you don’t use refreshments there is still plenty you can do. As a group, explore the issues surrounding Fairtrade and think of innovative ways to spread the word in your local community. A very large Fairtrade Snakes and Ladders game 3mx3m can be borrowed from Carlisle One World Centre, which can be played inside or outside. Age is irrelevant – Wigton Road Brownies learnt about Fairtrade through games and then held a Fairtrade bingo night. Whatever your group does, you can be involved in some way. No matter how small, it still will make a difference to farmers in developing countries.

The Requirements

Requirements for Fairtrade City renewal & inclusion in the Fairtrade City Directory:
1  At least two Fairtrade products are used. (We recommend you start with drinks.)

2. Venues should display stickers, posters or a certificate advising users that they use Fairtrade products and/or support Carlisle Fairtrade City campaign. (We will provide a certificate and sticker.)

3. Educational campaigns are organised to deepen people’s understanding of the issues and deepen their commitment to Fairtrade. Posters & leaflets are available from Carlisle One World Centre and The Fairtrade Foundation, especially for Fairtrade Fortnight in March. 

Carlisle is a Fairtrade City 
This means that:

1.Carlisle City Council supports Fairtrade and  serves Fairtrade coffee and tea at its meetings and in its offices and canteens.

2. A range of Fairtrade products is readily available in the area’s shops and local cafes/catering establishments.

3. Fairtrade products are used by a number of local work places and community organisations.

4. The town attracts media coverage and popular support for the campaign.
