How to become a
Fairtrade School
To become a Fairtrade School you need to meet 5 goals

1 Set up a Fairtrade School Steering Group
At least half the members must be pupils and the group must meet at least once a term. 

2 Write and adopt a Fairtrade Policy

This must have the support of the board of Governors and be signed by the Headteacher. 

3 Be committed to Fairtrade products

Sell, promote and use Fairtrade products wherever possible.  

4 Learn about Fairtrade

In at least three subjects in two year groups. 

5 Take action for Fairtrade 

At least once a term within the school and once a year in the wider community. This allows Fairtrade to become a regular part of what you do.
